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The University of Melbourne pioneered Indonesian 
studies in the mid-1950s. In recent years Indonesian 
studies has seen an impressive growth in student 
numbers, staffing and the diversity of Indonesia-
related subjects offered to students. Research and 
teaching relating to Indonesia is also conducted across 
a wide range of other Departments, Faculties and 
Centres, including Architecture, Building and Planning, 
Economics and Commerce, Law and Medicine.

Formed in 1991, the Indonesia Forum, previously 
known as the Indonesia Interest Group, is an informal 
and open network of academics and administrative 
staff of the University who share a common interest 
and professional involvement in Indonesia. Members 
keep in touch by email and hold regular meetings, 
seminars and discussions. For the past eighteen years 
the Indonesia Forum has hosted major functions 
which have brought together the wider Melbourne 
Indonesian and Indonesia-interested community on 
campus.

The Indonesia Forum also plays a policy advisory role 
on Indonesia-related issues within the University and 
works closely with the Asia Institute and the Asialink 
Centre, whose missions are related but more broadly 
oriented towards Asia as a whole. The Forum also 
maintains close links with the Indonesian Discussion 
Group, the Indonesian Postgraduate Students 
Association, international Indonesian students and 
domestic students studying in Indonesia-related 
areas. Since 1999 the Indonesia Forum has convened 
six-monthly postgraduate roundtables for students 
studying in Indonesia-related fields.

The Indonesia Forum maintains an email bulletin to 
keep members up to date with Indonesia-related 
events on campus and elsewhere, including Indonesia. 
Its website <www.indonesiaforum.unimelb.edu.au> 
provides Indonesia-related information for staff, 
students, prospective students and colleagues from 
other institutions.

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In 2008, the University of Melbourne began the first 
year of the Melbourne Model. This encompassed 
far-reaching changes in the undergraduate curriculum 
structure, which kept staff very busy. In addition staff 
in the Faculty of Arts faced additional challenges due 
to efforts to reduce the faculty deficit. Despite these 
challenges the Forum continued to hold a range of 
events attracting good numbers and its members also 
produced numerous publications and won a range of 
new research grants.

The Forum’s main event in 2008 was a public lecture 
on 23 October, which was co-sponsored by the 
Asian Law Centre. Stanley Yosep Adi Prasetyo from 
the Indonesian Human Rights Commission spoke 
about ‘Ten years of Reform in Indonesia: reflections 
from a Human Rights Commissioner’. The lecture 
was attended by more than 130 people. During the 
five days he spent in Melbourne Stanley also gave a 
presentation for the Asian Law Centre on the Sidoarjo 
Mud Flow problem as a human rights issue and two 
presentations as part of the Asia Institute’s Asia Week 
program. Asia Week, which was held in the last week 
of October, included three Indonesia-related events: 
a panel on Contemporary Expressions of Minority 
Groups in Indonesian Mass Media, a panel on Media 
and the Promotion of Human Rights, co-sponsored by 
the Forum featuring Stanley, Najwa Shihab from Metro 
TV and Peter Mares from ABC radio; and a musical 
performance combining Indian and Indonesian musical 
styles by Fine Blue Thread.

The Forum also held the traditional two Postgraduate 
Roundtable meetings (the 18th and 19th) in the Music 
Faculty Room at 210 Berkeley Street, Carlton, on 24 
May and 1 November. These meetings were very 
popular, attracting increasing numbers of participants, 
with 39 attendees and 11 presenters in May and 55 
attendees and 19 presenters in November.

On 2 July, the Forum co-sponsored with Melbourne 
University Bookshop and the Asia Institute the 
launch of the book ‘Popular culture in Indonesia: fluid 
identities in post-authoritarian politics’, edited by Ariel 
Heryanto. The Forum also became a sponsor for the 
Indonesian students’ annual Film Festival.

In addition to the activities of the Forum there were 
many other events with Indonesian speakers or 
an Indonesia focus. In February Dr Dédé Oetomo 
(GAYa Nusantara Foundation, Surabaya) spoke 
on ‘Homosexuality, Transgenderism and Islam in 
Indonesia’ at an event sponsored by the Asian Law 
Centre (ALC) and Centre for Islamic Law and Society 
(CILS). In May essayist Laksmi Pamuntjak gave a 
public lecture on ‘The Impossibility of History’ as 
part of the Asia Institute’s Public Lecture Series. Also

in May the Melbourne-based gamelan ensemble 
Putra Panji Asmara with Michael Ewing as director 
performed “Buka Kedhok - Open Mask”, a concert 
of Topeng Cirebon, masked dancing in the style 
of Cirebon, West Java, at the University’s Open 
Stage, supported by the Asia Institute, the Faculty of 
Music and the University of Melbourne Cultural and 
Community Relations.

In November Amien Sunaryadi (World Bank, formerly 
Anti-Corruption Commissioner, Indonesia), gave a 
seminar entitled, ‘Combating Corruption in Indonesia: 
How the Anti-Corruption Commission catches the 
Big Fish’ for the Attorney-General’s Department 
Occasional Seminar Series, Asian Law Centre. (For a 
full list of events please see the Highlights section.)

As in previous years, Indonesia Forum members 
managed to keep up a healthy publication rate 
and to obtain large grants. Publications included 
two co-authored books both by Doug Lewis 
(Anthropology), an edited book by Ariel Heryanto 
(Asia Institute), an edited book by Tim Lindsey (Asian 
Law Centre and Centre for Islamic Law and Society), 
the translation of a book written by Kate McGregor 
(Historical Studies), as well as various journal articles, 
book chapters and newspaper articles by these and 
other members.

Forum members obtained altogether four Australian 
Research Council Discovery grants in the 2008 
round. Ariel Heryanto (Asia Institute) was awarded a 
grant for his project ‘Pop cultures in Indonesia: a new 
Asian politics of pleasure and identity’, and another 
with Emma Baulch as an Australian Postdoctoral 
Fellow for their project ‘Middle classes, new media 
and Indie networks in Post Authoritarian Indonesia’. 
Maila Stivens (formerly Gender Studies) obtained 
a Discovery grant for her project ‘Imagining the 
Asian child: towards an anthropology of new Asian 
childhoods’. Lisa Cameron and Manisha Shah (Faculty 
of Economics and Commerce) received a Discovery 
grant for their project ‘Community-led sanitation 
interventions: the role of social capital’. Across the 
university our Indonesianists also hold another seven 
ARC Grants won in earlier rounds.  

Indonesian language enrolments showed a welcome, 
if modest, increase from 2007 to 2008. This increase 
was due in part to the introduction of the ‘breadth 
subject’ requirement of the Melbourne Model, which 
attracted new students from outside the Faculty 
of Arts into language subjects. We anticipate this 
increase will continue with the on-going deployment 
of the Melbourne Model. These increases are 
also despite continuing concerns in the wider 
Australian community caused by media reporting C
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and the Australian government’s travel advisory 
warnings about travel to Indonesia. In addition to the 
uncertainties associated with the introduction of the 
Melbourne Model, the Indonesian language program, 
together with the other language programs at the 
University, has been subject to a substantial review 
process. The outcome of this review will be released 
later in 2009.

In 2008 the Indonesia Program lost two full time 
staff senior members leaving only 1.5 continuing 
positions. A new two-year full time appointment has 
just been made at Level A. The forum is hopeful that, 
following Prime Minister Kevin Rudd’s 2020 vision 
of having every young Australian speaking an Asian 
language by 2020, there will soon be renewed interest 
from teacher trainees and students in the language 
programs and that the university will continue to 
reinvest in rebuilding Indonesian studies at the 
university. 

In addition to the departure of four senior 
Indonesianists and two other Forum members in 
2007, we farewelled three more senior Indonesianists 
in 2008 who have contributed substantially to the 
Indonesia Forum. 

Professor Howard Dick, an expert in Indonesian 
economic history, came to the University in 1995 after 
previously working at the University of Newcastle. 
Since then he has made outstanding contributions 
to the university and especially the Indonesia Forum. 
He served as Convenor of the Indonesia Interest 
Group (the first version of the Forum) shortly after his 
arrival and continued to contribute to the Forum for 
many years. Howard also served as Director of the 
Melbourne Centre for International Business. He has 
been a prolific scholar and in recent years Howard 
has also served as the editor for the Southeast Asia 
Publications Series for the Asian Studies Association 
of Australia. Howard is taking an early retirement, 
but we are sure he will continue to contribute to 
Indonesian studies in many ways. We farewelled 
Howard informally at the Staff Workshop held in 
February 2009.

Associate Professor Sander Adelaar, Reader in 
the Indonesian Program at the Asia Institute, who 
specialises in the description and history of the 
languages of Indonesia, Madagascar and Taiwan, 
left after fifteen years in the program. Sander served 
as convener of the Indonesia Forum in 2004 and 
2005 and co-convener in 2008. Sander has had 
an international career, having worked at Leiden, 
Cornell, Goethe University (Frankfurt) and the 

Australian National University. He has published 
widely in the area of Indonesian linguistics. He has 
also worked closely with the Dewan Bahasa dan 
Pustaka (Government Literacy Bureau) in Malaysia, 
as a member of the Executive Board of the MABM 
(International Council of Malay) from 2001 to 2003, 
and as a contributor of etymologies to the official 
Malay dictionary published by the Dewan Bahasa dan 
Pustaka from 2004 to 2008. He was convener of the 
Indonesian Program from February 1994 to July 1997; 
and then again from early 2001 to the end of 2005. 
He has been a Fellow of the Academy of Humanities 
since 2007. Sander will take up a Fellowship at the 
Flemish Academic Centre (Institute of Advanced 
Studies) in Brussels in 2010. The Forum wishes him 
success in this new role.

Ariel Heryanto, Senior Lecturer in the Indonesian 
Program at the Asia Institute is leaving the university 
after nine years. Trained as an anthropologist and 
specialising in Indonesian Cultural Studies, Ariel 
published widely in this field while at the University.  
In 2008 he served as Convenor of the Indonesia 
Program in the Asia Institute and Assistant Dean 
(International) in the Faculty of Arts. During his time 
at the university, he hosted and helped arrange many 
exciting guest speakers from Indonesia and also ran 
the Indonesian Studies internal publication Indonews. 
Ariel served as Deputy Convenor of the Indonesia 
Forum in 2007 and provided ongoing assistance with 
maintaining our website. Ariel has commenced a new 
appointment as Director of the Centre for South East 
Asian Studies at the Australian National University. We 
wish him success in this role. 

The Forum farewelled Sander Adelaar and Ariel 
Heryanto jointly in an afternoon tea held in December 
2008.

The Annual Report wants to make sure that all 
Indonesia-related information of interest to our 
readers is covered. It therefore continues to include 
information related to East Timor, although it fully 
acknowledges the fact that this state has become 
sovereign. 

The Indonesia Forum would not have been able to 
engage in its activities without the help of many 
other organisations and supporters at Melbourne 
University. The Forum is very grateful to the Deputy 
Vice-Chancellor for Global Relations, Professor Frank 
Larkins, whose Office provides the Forum with a 
yearly budget. The Faculty of Music, the Asian Law 
Centre and the Asia Institute also provided venues for 
various functions of the Forum.
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As always, the Indonesia Forum is especially grateful 
to Helen Pausacker, Tim Lindsey, Charles Coppel 
and Ariel Heryanto for the invaluable help it received 
in organising its events and for their advice and 
guidance. Special thanks also to Amelia Fauzia and 
Andi Amiruddin, who organised the Postgraduate 
Roundtable Meetings. In addition we would like to 
thank Nina Lim, Mila Sumarsono, Dina Afrianty, Kelly 
de Hond, Vannessa Hearman and Jessica Melvin for 
their assistance with the various events held in 2008. 
The Forum also benefited greatly from the support 
it received from Tim Lindsey, Kelly McDermott and 
Jessica Cotton at the Asian Law Centre.

The Aceh Research Training Institute was established 
in response to the devastation caused to institutions 
training young Acehnese by the Indian Ocean tsunami 
of 26 December 2004. Research funding totaling $3 
million has been provided by the Myer Foundation 
and AusAID for the three-year program, which 
co-operatively draws upon the expertise of eight 
Australian and four Indonesian universities. The Asia 
Institute is proud that its largest ever external research 
grant has already had such a strong international 
impact, in an area of great need and opportunity.

Already 450 graduates have completed ARTI intensive 
research training, and the most promising from this 
group are each proceeding through a program of 
intensive research supervision resulting in submission 
of a journal article for publication. Each researcher 
has three mentors, one local, one national and one 
international. The international mentors have been 
drawn from ten universities, seven in Australia plus 
Harvard, NUS and Michigan. Priority research areas 
include law and religion, livelihoods, gender, conflict 
& social recovery, environment and community 
health. Program travel grants support 90 Indonesian 
and international PhD students, and over 120 
supervisors and lecturers. A range of new digital 
research resources have been made available for local 
researchers, from Dutch and local archives through 
our Aceh Research Network. The ARTI initiative will 
be sustained well beyond its initial three years through 
the establishment of an International Centre for Aceh 
and Indian Ocean Studies and a World Bank funded 
Center for Peace and Conflict Studies Research. These 
are co-located within the refurbished Aceh Research 
Centre, at Universitas Syiah Kuala.

Dr Aline Scott-Maxwell is the Indonesian Studies 
Library Consultant and is based in the Asia Institute 
one day per fortnight. Her appointment at the 
University of Melbourne is part of a co-operative 
arrangement with Monash University Library, where 
she is Senior Asian Studies Librarian and Southeast 
Asian Studies Librarian. This shared position is made 
possible by the Melbourne-Monash protocol and 
the Asian Libraries in Melbourne consortium, which 
promotes resource sharing between University of 
Melbourne and Monash University libraries and 
reciprocal access to their Asian collections. Dr 
Aline Scott-Maxwell provides reference support to 
Asia Institute, Indonesia Forum Indonesian studies 
staff and postgraduates and coordinates collection 
development.

Additional library support for Indonesian studies in 
2008 was provided by staff in the Collection Services 
division, including Mary Ann Gibson and Richard Serle, 
the Pitt Officer, who assisted to build the Library’s 
Indonesian collection in the area of acquisitions. 

During 2008, the ERC was redeveloped into the 
Eastern Learning Hub. Most of the Indonesian-
language books in the former ERC B collection 
continued to be housed in the building’s basement 
level 1 (specifically, those with call numbers 200-
999 and f720-999), pending a decision about the 
final location of all books in the research (AB and 
B) collections. In late 2008, a library project was 
commenced to establish what items in the research 
collections would stay on campus and what would go 
to off-campus storage. This will continue in 2009.

The Library also continued to develop its collections 
of Indonesia-related monographs and other material 
in 2008. A total of 385 books were acquired, covering 
Indonesian politics and government, religion, history, 
anthropology, language, law, education, mass media, 
architecture and music. The majority of titles were 
purchased from the Library’s allocation to the Asia 
Institute and from the Pitt Bequest, which was 
established to support the work of the Department of 
History through purchasing books. Further additions 
to the collection came from donations made by 
Melbourne University postgraduates and staff.

PROJECTS/ ACHIEVEMENTS

The Nossal Institute is supporting Human Resource 
Development and Health Services Reconstruction in 
Aceh Barat and Banda Aceh (2005-2008). This joint 
project with the Royal Children’s Hospital International, 
World Vision Australia and the University of Gadjah 
Mada, Yogyakarta, entered its final year, with activities 
extending until mid 2008. The project has introduced a 
clinical quality improvement program to the Meulaboh 
District Hospital in West Aceh, together with support 
to strengthen management, medical records, and 
financial controls. It has also introduced a regional 
network for disaster response along the west coast of 
Aceh, conducted training in integrated management 
of childhood illness in Puskesmas in West Aceh 
and adjacent districts and developed a model for 
community mental health services incorporating 
psychological counselling in West Aceh and in Banda 
Aceh. In 2008, the project transitioned its services to 
local institutions, with notable uptake including the 
introduction and funding of three full-time psychologist 
positions within the District Health Office in Aceh 
Barat. To strengthen lessons learned from this project, 
a small group of project staff undertook a joint activity 
to develop articles for publication in Melbourne. The 
Nossal Institute is currently in the process of working 
with Universitas Gaja Mada colleagues to finalise the 
articles that will be submitted for consideration to 
suitable journals for publication. 

Aceh Partnerships in Health (2006-2008) is a joint 
facility with Burnet Institute funded by World Vision 
Australia which has been providing technical support 
and resources to non-government and government 
organisations in the health sector operating in 
neglected areas, including HIV/AIDS, disability, mental 
health, adolescent health and health systems. The 

Nossal Institute has provided technical advisers to 
support local NGOs develop programs in disability 
and adolescent health, to develop community mental 
health programs in two district health services and 
to conduct a study that has developed an innovative 
model to calculate costs of primary health care 
services in community health centres (Puskesmas) in 
Aceh.

ASIALINK PUBLIC PROGRAMS

In 2008, Asialink presented 65 public programs. 
Programs varied from public lectures, seminars and 
smaller roundtable discussions to major conferences 
and forums.  Of these, 5 had an Indonesia focus.

ASIALINK ARTS PROJECTS – ARTS 
RESIDENCIES

Asialink’s Residency Program offers residencies 
in Visual Arts, Performing Arts, Arts Management 
and Literature. They aim to provide opportunities 
for Australian artists, performers, writers and arts 
managers to live and work in the Asian region.

Residencies are usually of three to four months 
duration and each residency offers a specified amount 
of funding and initial contacts. Artists are generally 
attached to a host institution and are expected to 
pursue their own work as well as participate in the 
life of the organisation and community. This includes 
giving workshops and public lectures. Every residency 
is different and negotiated individually.

Asialink Residencies have taken place in Hong 
Kong, India, Korea, Thailand, Singapore, Cambodia, 
Mongolia, Taiwan, Japan, Malaysia, China, Vietnam 
and Indonesia. Host countries may vary from year 
to year and for each art form. Host institutions may 
specify a preference in this area. Residencies are 
open to all visual and performing artists, writers and 
arts managers who are Australia citizens or have 
permanent residency status in Australia and who have 
at least three years experience in their field.

Melitta Firth is Visual Arts Network Coordinator 
for Arts Northern Rivers, in New South Wales, 
managing an initiative that supports professional 
artists in the region, and Exhibitions Coordinator at 
Lismore Regional Gallery. In addition to recent work 
curating group shows and traveling exhibitions Firth’s 
international experience has included a curatorial 
internship at the Guggenheim Museum in New 
York.  She is currently undertaking her residency with 
Selasar Sunaryo Art Space, Bandung, Indonesia to 
further her networks in the Indonesian contemporary 
art scene, with plans to develop an exhibition that 
will explore Australian and Indonesian concepts and 
depictions of oceans, borders and islands for eventual 
touring in both countries. This project is supported by 
the Australia-Indonesia Institute.

Collaborative duo Zanny Begg and Keg de Souza work 
as a curatorial team and have a long-term work in 
progress - the 2016: Archive Project.

The touring Asialink/Canberra Contemporary Art
